GAME MASTER    
   This month I will be talking about the primary 
attributes. The primary attributes are Strength, 
Agility, Intellect, Spirit and Stamina. Each race 
starts with the primary attributes set to a certain 
value. While the difference at the beginning is 
significant, as you level the difference between races 
becomes less significant. Therefore, you should not 
select a race because of the starting attributes. 

   Each class needs to concentrate on two of the 
primary attributes. These will be stamina and one 
other based on the needs of the class. 
   Stamina grants every class more health, more 
health means you are harder to kill and easier to 
keep alive. Every class needs stamina. 
   Strength gives you greater melee attack power; 
tanks also have abilities that translate strength to 
block. My main toon is a hunter, hunters are ranged 
damage dealers and strength is no good to them. 
   Agility increases your dodge, parry and ranged 
attack power, ranged damage dealers (such as 
hunters) should stack as much agility as they can.  
   Spirit gives greater mana generation. This is used 
by paladins, priests and mages. Warlocks have 
abilities that can be used to convert health to mana, 
so should not stack spirit. 
   Intellect gives more mana, This is stacked by 
mana users, such as priests, warlocks, mages and 
paladins. Hunters used to have mana but that was 
changed in the last patch to focus. As such, intellect 
should not be used by hunters.
